4.2
Intent Driven Management Service (IDMS) concept

The following figure 4.2.1 shows the usage of the Intent Driven Management Service (IDMS) between consumer and producer.
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Figure 4.2.1: Usage of IDMS

IDMS is a special MnS, which enable the consumer only focus on the “what” and the producer consider corresponding “how”. So the IDMS follow the methodology of combination of management service components described in clause 4.3 in TS 28.533[X]. Following is an example of IDMS combination of management service components: 
· MnS component type A, the operations and/or notifications agnostic of specified intent type, for example, a generic operation to transfer intent from Consumer to Producer.
· MnS component type B, the model of intent, which is used to modelling the intent expression information described in clause 4.1.3. As examples described in clause 4.1.3, the intent model may include ‘Action’ and ‘Object’.
The following figure 4.2.2 shows an example using IDMS to provision a service.
