Create a Resource Facing Communication Service (RFCS)

Description

A communication service provider (CSP) receives a request to provide a communication service to a CSC. 
Based on the requirements from the request the CSP checks the list of RFCS profiles for a matching profile, creates a new instance of the profile, adds information from the request to this profile and stores it with a unique identity (RFCS Id), this is followed by a request to an NSMF to allocate resources (for example an NSI) that can support the characteristics of the requested RFCS. Once the NSMF confirms the resources have been allocated to provide the RFCS, the CSP informs the CSC that the RFCS has been created.
