	NOTE:	Redirect or continue on session or event level shall, if charging without quota management is needed, trigger a new charging session.



The NF Consumer (CTF) shall have a Default Termination Action for all types of errors and results and may have for rating groups, which shall apply if none is provided form the CHF. The CHF may provide a termination action for each rating group and shall apply for the duration of the charging session. Any previously provided termination action may be overwritten by the CHF.
The termination action shall continue to be enforced until a notification with reauthorization is received from the CHF, or the charging session is terminated.
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
