- Measurement job control services for NSIs (see clause 7.1 in TS 28.550 [x]) for the collection of performance measurements.
- Management services for provisioning of networks and network slicing (see clause 6 in TS 28.531 [w]) that are used to create MeasurementControl and MeasurementReader IOC (see clause 4.3.12, 4.3.13 in TS 28.622 [z]) for the collection of performance measurements. 
- Performance data file reporting service (see clause 7.2 in in TS 28.550 [x]).

- Performance data streaming service (see clause 7.3 in in TS 28.550 [x]).
