6. Location Report received by AMF upon change of UE location.
6ch-a. The AMF sends Charging Data Request[Event] to CHF for the location reporting.
6ch-b. The CHF creates the CDR for this location reporting.

6ch-c. The CHF acknowledges by sending Charging Data Response[Event] to the AMF.
