Rationale

Firstly, once an intent is created the operator possibly wants to modify the intent at some point. For example, Consumer may want to modify the optimization target of the optimization intent after it created. This contribution proposes to add an LCM operation to modify the intent.

Secondly, after an intent is sent to IDMS producer, it could be activated and deactivated throughout its lifecycle, which indicates state transition of the intent, i.e., transition between the state of Active and Inactive. IDMS consumer may want to query the state and other related information of the intent, such as the content of the intent and the fulfilment information of the intent. For the completeness of lifecycle management of intent, this contribution proposes to add a LCM operation for IDMS consumer to query the intent. 
Thirdly, monitoring the network and supervising the fault status are more like internal actions taken by IDMS Producer during intent implementation rather than lifecycle management operations of intent. So this contribution proposes to delete the two lifecycle management operations.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed to make the following changes to TR 28.812 [1].

Lifecycle management of intent

An intent is subject to lifecycle management. An intent request is mapped to an expression that can be interpreted by a computer and processed with some input parameters from the request and parameters from the system. The intent is an instantiation of the intent expression and the associated parameters. This is captured by the system and lifecycle managed. The lifecycle management operations of intent may include:
1) Create intent, MnS Consumer deliver a new intent to MnS Producer.
2) Activate intent, MnS Consumer request the MnS Producer to activate an intent when the intent is inactive.
3) Monitor the network before and after the implementation of the intent to evaluate the effect of the intent on the performance [KPIs]

4) Supervise the fault status before and after the impelemntation of the intent to evaluate the effect of the intent on the fault status

5) De-activate intent, MnS consumer request the MnS Producer to de-activate an intent. For example, for optimization related intent, the MnS Consumer may request to de-activate the intent for a period of time. 
6) Delete intent, MnS Consumer request the MnS Producer to remove an intent.
7) 
8) Query intent, MnS Consumer request MnS Producer to return information, including content of the intent, state of the intent (e.g. active, inactive), fulfilment information of the intent.
