1. Overall Description:

RRM policies have been defined in 3GPP Rel-15 5G Network Resource Model (5G NRM TS 28.541 accessible at http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/archive/28_series/28.541/), supporting Radio Resource usage across multiple Network Slices sharing same radio resources in average overtime. In addition, SA5 discussed the possibility to extending RRM policy for Network Slicing to Network sharing scenario, which supporting Radio Resource usage across multiple PLMNs sharing same radio resources. Further SA5 discussed in which entity the policies shall be placed and wanted feedback from RAN groups regarding the placement of the policies.  
The RRM Policies defined in TS 28.541, are today used in gNB-CU (NRCellCU). This could work when gNB is deployed in a non-split deployment scenario. For the 2/3-split deployment scenarios, it has been agreed that the different RRM policies needs to be placed (and defined) for either gNB-DU, gNB-CU, gNB-CUCP or gNB-CUUP, to be able to support the three deployment scenarios defined. 

SA5 need advice from RAN groups over the proposal below especially for split scenarios and would like to have RAN groups feedback: 

·  (2-split): DRBs, RRC connected users and PDCP resources belong to gNB-CU, PRBs belong to gNB-DU
· (3-split): DRBs, RRC connected users belong to gNB-CU-CP, and PDCP resources belong to gNB-CU-UP (PDCP resources belonging to gNB-CU-CP not considered), PRBs belong to gNB-DU
2. Actions:
