The following figure shows the interaction of intent management service (MnS) with management functions.
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Figure 4.1.2.x.1: The intent management service (MnS) vs classic MnS
The Classic MnSs are specified as follows; Fault Supervision TS 28.545 [x1], TR 28.532 [x2], Provisioning TS 28.531 [2], TR 28.532 [x2] and Performance Assurance TS 28.550 [x3], TS 28.531 [2], Network Resource Model (NRM) TS 28.541 [x4], Performance measurements and assurance data TS 28.552 [4] and 5G End-end Key Performance Indicators (KPI’s) TS 28.554 [5]. 

A Management Function (NFMF, NMF and CSMF) captures the essence of what is managed, by implementing the network resource model governed by that management function and providing management data, operations and notifications.
