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5.X	Management interactions with NWDAF
The management function interacts with NWDAF in a coordinated way. The management function takes the responsibility of management from the network-wide view, addresses the slow control loop with broad management scope. The management function takes consideration in operational aspects for long-term network and service management. NWDAF is a 5GC NF as specified in TS 23.288 [29]. The following diagram shows the management interactions with NWDAF. 
· The NWDAF may consume the Nwda-MnS depends on the recognized scenarios, and provide analytics for 5GC NF.
· The MnS producer may consume the service provided by NWDAF and other 5GC NFs
· The MnS producer produces the MnS for management of 5GC NF including NWDAF.

An example of the coordination between different analytics functions is shown as below:
· The domain MDAS producer produces the domain MDAS with the management information collected from the 5GC NF and gNB
· The centralized MDAS producer consumes the Domain MDAS, and produces the centralized MDAS with the information collected from different domains.
· The NWDAF may consume the Nwda-MnS depends on the recognized scenarios.
