2. On CR pack in SP-190377 (CRs on 32.156 to Correct style for Definition) – we got a comment from BlackBerry that these are not considered “FASMO” (essential for implementations) corrections so they should not have been submitted for older releases back to Rel-11. However this time BlackBerry did not object to their approval, but asked SA5 to avoid such CRs in the future. No other objections were received so this CR package was approved.
