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Rationale

In [1], clause 5.2.1.5 (Heartbeat) provides an analysis of the heartbeat concept in ONAP, gives a comparison with the 3GPP Communication Surveillance IRP ([2], [3]) and concludes as follows:
“

The concept of IRP has been replaced by the concept by Management Service (MnS) in the 5G management architecture framework [2]. However, there is no such Heartbeat or CS MnS defined in Rel-15. Consequently, it is proposed that such a MnS should be defined in Rel-16.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed to:
1. Re. Stage 1: create a new TS for the Heartbeat MnS, for 5G networks, based on [2];

2. Re. Stage 2: introduce, in TS 28.532 [4], a clause for the Stage 2 of the Heartbeat MnS;

3. Re. Stage 3:

a. introduce, in TS 28.532 [4], a clause for the ‘legacy’ (RESTful HTTP-based with JSON payload) Stage 3 of the Heartbeat MnS;

b. introduce, in TS 28.532 [4], a clause for the ONAP-specific Stage 3 (for integration with the ONAP VES) of the Heartbeat MnS;

It is proposed to endorse this proposal.
Whether the name of the MnS will be ‘Heartbeat’ or ‘Communication Surveillance’ is to be discussed.
