These roles will also support the description of different use cases related to the management of NPNs.

Roles related to non-public networks management
In the context of NPNs, responsibilities regarding operations have to be clearly defined and assigned to roles. The roles related to NPNs include: 
-
NPN operator: Provides network services for non-public use. Designs, builds and operates an NPN to offer such services. 
-
NPN service provider: Provides non-public services which rely on NPN operator provided network services. Examples of non-public services offered by an NPN include private communication services, public safety services and industry-specific services (e.g. vertical services). The NPN service provider design, builds and operate its services on top of the provided NPN. 
-
NPN service customer: Consumes services offered by an NPN service provider. 
Depending on actual scenarios:

-
each role can be played by one or more organizations simultaneously;
-
an organization can play one or several roles simultaneously (for example, a private company can play both NPN operator and NPN service provides roles).
