Rationale

SA5 is working on the performance measurements definitions related to packet delay for the 5G network, and it is required to measure the packet delay for each QoS flow. 

SA5 has received contributions in SA5#126 to define the performance measurements for one-way and round-trip delay between PSA UPF and NG-RAN, and between the PSA UPF and UE, see [4], [5] and [6]. These measurements definitions are based on SA2 defined mechanism for QoS Monitoring per QoS Flow per UE to assist URLLC service (see 5.33.3.2 of 23.501 [3]), and requires support from RAN. However, based on the LSs exchanged (see [1] and [2]) on this topic, it is unclear whether or not RAN3 plans support this mechanism.
Therefore, it is proposed to send an LS to RAN3 to ask if RAN3 plans to implement the mechanism above-mentioned in Rel-16.

Proposal
It is proposed to send an LS to RAN3 to ask if RAN3 plans to implement the SA2 defined mechanism on QoS monitoring per QoS flow per UE to assist URLLC service (see 5.33.3.2 of 23.501 [3]) in Rel-16.
