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Introduction
The GSMA has a project concerning End-to-End (E2E) Network Slicing under its Future Networks (FN) Programme. The project is overseen by the Network Slicing Task Force (NEST). NEST aims to identify gaps in standards and input recommendations to related external bodies toward the realization of Network Slicing architecture designed from an E2E perspective, spanning over different technical domains (e.g., device, access network, core network, transport network and network management system) in order to provide guaranteed Service Level Agreement based on customers’ requirements in the E2E manner. NEST plans to complete the work by February 2021. Until then, identified gaps and recommendations will be sent to Standards Developing Organizations and Open Source Projects as soon as agreed by the group.
Discussion
NEST has identified gaps in standards for O&M in the 3GPP domain and transport domain to realize E2E network slicing. The identified gaps and requested actions are summarized in the attached appendix.
