Management of public network integrated NPN

NPN provided by network slice instance of a PLMN
Public network integrated NPNs are NPNs made available via PLMNs e.g. by one (or more) Network Slice Instances allocated for the NPN. The existing network slicing functionalities apply as described in clause 5.15 of TS 23.501 [3].
A Closed Access Group identifies a group of subscribers who are permitted to access one or more CAG cells associated to the CAG. A CAG is identified by a CAG Identifier which is unique within the scope of a PLMN ID, see clause 5.30.3.2 of TS 23.501 [3]. The management system of Public network integrated NPN takes charge of management of CAG Identifiers.
The PLMN operator can offer possibilities for the NPN service provider to manage the NPN network slice instance according to TS 28.531 [Z].
