Rationale

According to TS 28.532, RESTful HTTP could be a potential solution for MnS. It proposes to use RESTful HTTP as a potential solution to Intent-driven MnS (use HTTP method for Intent-driven MnS type A, and use JSON to represent the Intent driven MnS TypeB (i.e. Intent Expression)). As an example, this contribution provides a Stage 3 description of cell rehoming intent.

Overview
RESTful HTTP-based can be a candidate solution for Intent-driven MnS.
The MnS component type A (i.e. operations/notification) of Intent-driven MnS should be mapped to corresponding HTTP methods. For example, the operation for creating an intent can be mapped to POST and the operation for deleting an intent can be mapped to DELETE.

JSON can be used as a resource representation format carried in the HTTP request to transmit intent expressions.

Example for cellrehoming 
The message flow for creating an intent is as follows:
1.
The MnS Consumer sends a HTTP POST request to the MnS Producer.

The target URI identifies the collection resource of intents.

The message body shall carry the complete resource representation of the intent to be created.

2.
The MnS Producer sends a HTTP POST response to the MnS Consumer.

On success, "201 Created" shall be returned. The Location header shall carry the URI of the new intent and the message body the complete representation of the new intent.

On failure, an appropriate error code shall be returned. The response message body shall provide additional error information
