NPN provisioning by a stand-alone non-public network
An NPN operator wants an SNPN, which includes the RAN part and the CN part both isolated from the PLMN network, to be created for an enterprise.

The SNPN is based on 3GPP-defined technologies and is entirely independent with its own dedicated NPN ID. Subject to the roaming agreements between the SNPN operator and the PLMN operator, the SNPN operator may have roaming agreements with other PLMN network operator(s).
An isolated SNPN is created and managed by the 3GPP management system used by the SNPN operator. The SNPN operator has full management control over the exclusive SNPN network functions, e.g. the non-public isolated 5G Core Network and 5G Access Network part of SNPN.

REQ-SNPN-CON-01 The 3GPP management system used by the SNPN operator shall have the capability managing an SNPN.
REQ-SNPN-CON-02 The 3GPP management system used by the SNPN operator shall have the capability monitoring the performance metrics related to the SLAs of an SNPN.
REQ-SNPN-CON-03 The 3GPP management system used by the SNPN operator shall have the capability supporting the roaming management of an SNPN.
