Triggers for NSCF to invoke a Charging Data Request [Event] towards the CHF are defined as following trigger conditions.
When a charging event is issued towards the CHF, it includes details such as network slice instance identifier (e.g. Network Slice Selection Assistance Information- S-NSSAI).  Table 5.2.1.2.1.1 summarizes the set of default trigger conditions and their category which shall be supported by the NSCF.
