When offline charging and online charging are both applicable to a service delivery, the charging information of both offline charging and online charging can be provided in onea single command, upon any triggers of the offline charging or online charging is occur.
For converged charging the following applies:
-	a chargeable event may trigger charging information to be provided for both online and offline charging
-	request for quota and reporting of usage shall always done based on rating group
-	reporting of usage may be further divided on service identification
-	in the same request/report one rating group shall be either online or offline charged
-	the same units shall only to be reported once either as quota managed or not quota managed
-	in the case service delivery is continuing at the time of usage reporting, which is quota managed, the NF (CTF) shall request new quota independent if all the quota was used or not, 
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
