It defines if a single trace job, a combined MDT and trace job or RLF report collection job or RCEF report collection job is activated. This parameter also defines the MDT mode. The Job type parameter is an enumerated type with the following values:
-	Immediate MDT only (0);
-	Logged MDT only (1);
-	Trace only (2);
-	Immediate MDT and Trace (3);
-	RLF reports only (4) ;

4.X.1 Trace session activation for SCG failure reporting 
SCG failure reporting is activated to an eNB/gNB, as a special Trace Session where the job type indicates SCG failure reporting only. The detailed procedure is shown in figure 4.X.1-1 where a UE experiences an SCG failure event. 
When the Trace Seesion Activation for SCG failure reporting is started, the check of user consent is required by the network because of privacy and legal obligations. The steps to get user consent for management based MDT in clause 4.6.2 is reused in SCG failure reporting. If user consent is not avalible, network shall not configure UE to report location information within SCG failure report.

When the eNB/gNB receives the Trace Session activation indicating SCG failure reporting only, the eNB/gNB shall start a Trace Session. This Trace Session shall collect only SCG failure reports received from the UE. The Trace Session activation message received from the management system shall contain the following information:
-	Trace Reference
-	Job type= SCG failure reporting only
-	IP address of the TCE
If a UE detects a SCG failure event, it collects certain information for SCG failure reports. Once the eNB/gNB retrieved the SCG failure report from the UE, it shall save it to the Trace Record. The Trace Record containing the SCG failure reports can be transferred to the TCE in the same mechanism as for normal subscriber and equipment trace or for MDT.

When the MN receives the indication from the Management System for trace session deactivation with the job type "SCG failure reporting only", it shall deactivate the trace session for the indicated trace reference of SCG failure reporting and stop SCG failure reporting to the TCE.
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
