Rationale

 This pCR proposes to Solve Editor's note on Configuration update by CHF.
It is proposed in this Release not to introduce CHF updating configuration in MnS Producer/CPF

Detailed proposal

The following changes are proposed to be incorporated into TS 28.202 [1]  

	First change


5.2.1.1
General

Network Slice Management charging is performed by the Service Producer (CTF) of provisioning MnS or the CSIF interacting with CHF using Nchf specified in TS 32.290 [50] and TS 32.291 [51]. In order to provide the data required for the charging management activities outlined in TS 32.240 [1], the  Service Producer (CTF) or CSIF shall be able to perform converged charging for provisioning MnS when consumed by MnS consumer for NSI allocation, modification and deallocation. 
The Service Producer (CTF) of provisioning MnS or CSIF shall be able to perform converged charging by interacting with CHF, for charging data related to Network Slice Management. The Charging Data Request and Charging Data Response are exchanged between the Service Producer (CTF) and the CHF or between the CSIF and the CHF, based on PEC scenarios specified in TS 32.290 [50]. The Charging Data Request is issued by the Service Producer (CTF) or CSIF towards the CHF when certain conditions (chargeable events) are met. 

The CSIF shall be able to consume services related to provisioning MnS events, defined in TS 28.531 [252], for collecting charging information related to Network Slice Management.
The contents and purpose of each charging event that triggers interaction with CHF, as well as the chargeable events that trigger them, are described in clauses 5.2.2.

A detailed formal description of the converged charging parameters to CHF defined in the present document can be found in TS 32.291 [51].

A detailed formal description of the CDR parameters defined in the present document can be found in TS 32.298 [57].

Whether network slice management charging is active is configured in MnS producer or CSIF.
