Rationale

Section A1 of TS28.536[1] present the interactions across domains for the control loops as shown in the figure below.
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However, further details of such interaction between control loops has not been clarified. The discussion paper looks into the details of such control loop interaction and asks where such interactions may be documented.

Detailed proposal

Each layer in the management hierarchy is expected to have multiple closed loops. The question remains how these loops interact with each other. Figure 1 shows this interaction. At an intuitive level two types of interactions could be identified: i) interactions within the same level ii) interactions across levels. Further study would yield further but important nuances in this direction. 
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Figure 1 Interaction between closed loops

Generic interactions across closed loops are currently being specified in ETSI GS ZSM009-1 [2] and relevant solutions in ZSM009-2[3].  It is recommended that the specific adaptation of those interactions for 3GPP Management be studied and specified in SA5. Questions for discussion are: 

1. Are such interactions relevant for Release 17? 

2. Where shall these interactions be documented – TS28.536 or a separate study?
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
