1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks SA5 for their reply liaison on User Data Congestion Analytics (S2-1908724 / S5-195623).

In their LS, SA5 asked SA2 to “clarify the concept of user data congestion and the principle for defining the user data congestion levels.”

As background information, SA2 would like to point out that the RAN Congestion Awareness Function (RCAF) reports network status changes to the SCEF.  This is specified in TS 23.682.
In order to provide functionality similar to the RCAF in 5G, SA2 has specified that the NWDAF can report user data congestion related analytics, in the form of statistics or predictions or both, to another NF (including the NEF). The term “User Data Congestion” refers to resources that are used to send user data.  Note that in some cases, user data may be sent over the control plane.
