Rationale

In ServiceProfile, a list of end-to-end attributes have been defined, which represent the requirements from service. In the procedure of managing SLA, these requirements should be breaking down to slice profile which can be used by network slice subnet. 

To implement these requirements to network, these attributes should be classified into different categories, which can indicate whether this attribute belongs to functional attribute or this attribute should be configured into specific domains.

In the R16 slice profile, it’s clear that several attributes in service profile have not been considered in slice profile, and in the perfReq attribute of slice profile, the requirements from SA1 are end-to-end, which also need to be further breaking down. Considering the related domains of each attribute, slice profile of each network subnet can be updated with related attributes.

Detailed proposal

It is proposed to consider updating slice profile step by step:

Firstly, it’s proposed that slice profile can be splited into AN and CN domains.
Classify the attributes in service profile to find out which attributes need to be further implemented into slice profile.
Select those attributes which are  closely related to AN or CN domain, these attributes need to be properly translated into attribute which can be used in slice profile, and add these attributes into AN/CN slice profile.
