In the EAS registration procedure, as described in clause 8.4.3.2.1 in TS 28.558 [3], the EAS sends a registration request with the EAS profile shown below, to the EES. SA6 sent a LS [2] to SA5 asking that some of the EAS profile information elements may require inputs from the management plane. This contribution proposes the use case fo EAS configuration to enable consumers to configure the EAS profile.

REQ-EAS-CONFIG-FUN-3: The provisioning service producer should have the capability to send a notification to the consumer, indicating that the attributes have been changed.
