Rationale

S5-204449 has established a process for handling YANG, openAPI and XSD codes. It is stated in “Step 3”  after the SA meeting and update of the TS document, the code moderator extracts and checks the YANG code into Forge. If errors are found the code moderator can correct them in Forge and the code moderator/code master shall evaluate whether these corrections can be incorporated in the TS with a new TS iteration (z) of the version Vx.y.z to be created by MCC, or whether a CR is needed.
In order to make this evaluation easier we want to list several common YANG errors that violate the RFC 7950 or the YANG parts in TS 32.160 clause 6.2. The list is not exhaustive and might be extended later based on experience.

All these errors are trivial error corrections from a YANG point of view and have no chance of changing the original authors intended content.

Detailed proposal

The YANG Code Moderator should correct the following errors. Error corrections for these should be included in the TS document without a new CR document:

1. Add missing curly braces

2. Add missing semicolons

3. Add missing quotes

4. Remove quotes inside quoted YANG arguments E.g. “This is a description of “term” xxx” as they create break a single quoted argument into 2 quoted and an unquoted arguments.
5. Remove unused import statements
6. Add missing import statements

7. Correct misspelled YANG module names in import statements
8. Correct misspelled prefixes within import statements
9. Remove extra space from quoted arguments

10. Rearrange revision statements according to the date

11. Add contact statement according to TS 32.160

12. Remove space at the end of line according to TS 32.160

13. Break lines longer than 80 chars into multiple lines
