Rationale

In the current specifications the complete Nchf_ConvergedCharging definition is in one yaml file, and the same for Nchf_OfflineOnlyCharging. Both the yaml specifications does however refer to common data defined in OAM and in TS 29.571. There is also an issue if any specification needs to refence the Nchf_ConvergedCharging since any change in the specification will impact the other specification that refence it.

Detailed proposal
Observation 1: That the two charging services doesn’t have one common place for definition makes it difficult to keep them in sync. Having all the middle tier TS yaml defined in the same TS means that any update to a middle tier TS will affect all other middle tier TS even if they aren’t change there will be a new version of the yaml.
Based on the above observations there are the following options:

Option 1: Continue as is
Option 2: Have a “CommonChargingData” yaml where data that needs to be reference from other specs as well as between charging specs, are defined.
Option 3: Have separate yaml files for the middle tier TSs. This would make the common part in less need of updates but having an overview will be more difficult.
