Question1: For a given UE, which S-NSSAIs are considered as being registered to and thus be signalled by AMF to UDM, E.g. the S-NSSAIs contained in the “Allowed NSSAI” most recently sent to the UE?

SA5: The allowed NSSAI for a given UE should be considered in this KPI. In roaming scenario, the allowed NSSAI should be the identifier of home PLMN. SA5 would like to ask SA2 to complete related network signaling procedure.
Question2: In a single registration scenario, when the UE handover/TAU to 4G and consequently the UDM sends a deregistration notification to the AMF, is the UE  considered as deregistered from the network slice? In a dual registration scenario, when the UE handover/TAU to 4G and consequently the UDM does not send a deregistration notification to the AMF, is the UE still considered as registered to the network slice?

SA5: This scenario is not considered in Rel-16. 
Question3: If the UE newly registers via 3GPP while it is already registered via non-3GPP access (or vice versa) shall  the UE be counted once or twice?
