Rationale

TSG has triggered an update of the ToR for all Working Groups. The process was suspended due to current circumstances, but now has been resumed as announced at CT/SA#89 [1] and PCG#45. The goal of this process is to work on a common description and a common template across all the groups.
As shown under clause 4, the new ToR template contains two clauses: “Overview and “Scope of Responsibilities “. According to the new TSG instructions, the Overview clause will include the content shown in SA5’s 3GPP home page https://www.3gpp.org/specifications-groups/sa-plenary/sa5-telecom-management/home . The Scope of Responsibilities clause should provide more details and will not be shown in the webpage but rather available indirectly through a link to the approved ToR document.
In order to align our ToR with the new template, as only the text in Overview will be shown on the web page, it is proposed to move some of the text from the current Scope of Responsibilities clause to the Overview clause, as shown in clause 4 below. There are no updates to the actual content. How much of this text should be moved can be discussed and should be agreed at SA5#134e. All changes compared to the earlier SA5-approved text are shown with revision marks for easier tracking.

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Management, Orchestration and Charging
Overview

Within the 3GPP Technical Specification Group Service and System Aspects (TSG SA), the main objectives of 3GPP TSG SA WG5 (SA5) are Management, Orchestration and Charging for 3GPP systems. Both functional and service perspectives are covered. 
TSG SA WG5 is currently responsible for:

· 
· Management and Orchestration which covers aspects such as operation, assurance, fulfillment and automation, including management interaction with entities external to the network operator (e.g. service providers and verticals).
· Charging which covers aspects such as Quota Management and Charging Data Records (CDRs) generation, related to end-user and service-provider.
TSG SA WG5 specifies Management, Orchestration and Charging requirements, solutions and protocol specific definitions. The solutions include architecture, service definitions and data definitions.

TSG SA WG5 is committed to engage in Management, Orchestration and Charging aspects of supporting new services for public and non-public networks.

TSG SA WG5 coordinates with other 3GPP WGs and all relevant Standards Developing Organizations (SDOs), industry fora and Market Representation Partners (MRPs) as well as Open Source communities in the specification work pertinent to Management, Orchestration and Charging.
Scope of Responsibilities

The 3GPP TSG SA WG5 is responsible for all specification work pertinent to Management, Orchestration and Charging.

Important areas where TSG SA WG5 is actively involved and developing specifications with full support of automation are:

· Management, Orchestration and Charging architecture framework. 
· Service Management, Network Management, Element Management (which includes management of Network Elements and Network Functions) and Charging Management.

· Management aspects of energy efficiency.

· Exposure of management services to entities external to the network operator, e.g. service providers and verticals.

· Design principles, guidelines and methodology for management, orchestration and assurance.
· Data collection for Management, Orchestration and Charging. Examples of data being collected: alarms, performance measurements, KPIs, QoE, trace, MDT data and charging information.

· Services and functions which support orchestration, assurance and analytics. Examples are (but not limited to): 

· Life Cycle Management (LCM), Fault Management, Configuration Management, Accounting Management, Performance Management and Security Management (FCAPS). 

· Management of autonomous networks, Self-Organizing Networks (SON), Intent driven management, Closed and open loop assurance and Data analytics.
· Network Resource Models (NRMs), operations and notifications.
· 3GPP Management support for edge components deployed at MNO premises.
· Services and functions for charging for end users or Service Providers, including capabilities for wholesale roaming. Examples of such services and functions are (but not limited to):
· Quota management.

· Service usage charging. 

· Charging Data Records (CDRs) generation and transfer.
