The analytics output of the domain MDA service may be used as the input of the cross-domain MDA service, such as the domain resource utilization report, domain latency analytics report, network slice subnet load analytics report, and domain alarm analytics result. The cross-domain MDA service producer performs end-to-end analyses and predictions based on the analytics output of the domain MDA service.

REQ-MDA_Coor-1 The cross-domain MDAS producer should be able to provide requirements of analytics report to the domain MDA, such as the configuration of report mechanism, and the required output of the domain MDAS producer.

REQ-MDA_Coor-2 The domain MDA producer should be able to provide analytics report to the cross-domain MDAS procuder for further analysis.
