Editor's Note: network and service planning is FFS.
In order to confirm whether network and service planning is within the scope of telecommunication management system, further study is need. Network planning including Radio Planning is included in clause 5.1.1 of TS 32.101[2] as one of the functions and entities included at the Network Management layer in an Operations System. Thus for the telecommunication management system for 5G with SBMA, network and service planning should also be included as one of its functions, which means network and service planning is within the scope of telecommunication management system. This contribution proposes to add definition of network and service planning.

3.1
Terms
For the purposes of the present document, the terms given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].

Autonomous Network: telecommunication system (including management system and network) with autonomy capabilities which is able to be governed by itself with minimal to no human intervention.
Autonomous Network Level: describes the level of autonomy capabilities in the autonomous network.
Network and Service Planning: processes of designing and making plans for new or enhanced network or service based on the business, market, product and customer service requirements.
Network and Service Deployment: processes of allocation, installation, configuration, activation and verification of specific network and service.

Network and Service Maintenance: processes of monitoring, analysing and healing of the network and service issues.

Network and Service Optimization: processes of monitoring, analysing and optimizing the network and service performance.
