Common information elements of MDA reports

The MDA prepares, processes and analyses the data related to the managed networks and services, and provides the analytics reports. The MDA can identify the ongoing issues impacting the performance of the network and service, discover in advance the potential issues that would cause failure and/or performance degradation, and provide recommendations to solve or mitigate these issues. 

The analytics report contains the description of the issues or predictions with optionally a degree of confidence indicator, the possible root causes for the issue and the recommended actions.  The common information elements of the MDA reports are provided in table 7.2-1.
