This TS document defines a list of parameters contained in SliceProfile datatype  object including TopSliceSubnetProfile, CNSliceSubnetProfile and RANSliceSubnetProfile  

The usage of the parameters contained in these objects can be as follows:

· Identity:




used for identity reasons such as a name, user label, index, id, etc.
· Provisioning:


used to provision a slice
· Configuration:


used to configure a service to be supported by the slice (Note 1)
· Monitor:




used to monitor the service fulfillment by the slice 
· Charging: 



used for charging purposes
· Enforcement:


used to keep utilization of the system resources within agreed limits
Note 1: A difference between Provisioning and Configuration usage of the parameter is that former affects choice of the network resources selected to support wanted service and the latter does not
The usage of each individual parameter is clarified in the Table 1 (SliceProfile parameters) and Table 2 (CNSliceSubnetProfile, RANSliceSubnetProfile, and TopSliceSubnetProfile parameters) below
