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Rationale

Currently there are no Release-17 versions of the TS’ 28.622 and 28.623. The definitions included in these documents are widely used by the Rel-17 version of 28.541, so a Rel-17 version of the documents are needed.

New development like File-Management will not be allowed to be added to the Release-16 documents as Release-16 is frozen. A Release-17 version of the documents is needed.

The Release-16 version of these documents contain sections that are not needed by the current SBMA based management solution e.g. the XML and Corba solution sets.

Some IOCs in 28.622 are not needed for the SBMA, e.g. IRPAgent.

The 3GPP Forge repositories already include YANG and OpenApi code for TS 28.541. These depend upon code from 28.623. This way whenever 28.623-release-16 is updated it impacts both the Rel-16 and the Rel17-draft Forge branches too. This is a messy situation. Data duplication is never good. If there is a difference between the relevant code in the Forge branches Rel-16 and Rel17-draft it will be hard to reconcile.

Having separate documents for stage 2 and stage 3 leads to extra work during standardization and increases the chance of a stage 2-3 mismatch. So, merging stage 2 and 3 into a single document should be considered. A merged document would be approximately 126 pages, which is manageable.

A new TS number should be used for a new SBMA related document (even if it means update references in other documents) because its contents are significantly different.

28.622 and 28.623 should be kept, but should not be valid for SBMA based management systems.

New SBMA Document

Create a single new SBMA specific Release-17 Technical Specification with a new number that carries over most of the content of the current 28.622 and 28.623. 

· Don’t include the Corba and XML solution sets.

· Don’t include IOCs that are not used in SMBA.
· Update the TS references in the YANG modules.

Update references to 28.622 and 28.623 in other SBMA TS’. Documents that will need this update include 28.541, 28.532. (Non-SBMA / IRP type documents should not have their references updated.)
