Today ServiceProfile and SliceProfile only provide limited support for providing requirements related to network resource sharing. Examples of limitations include:
- Sharing attributes indicate only that sharing is allowed, it cannot be specified that sharing is required. Additionally, in scenarios where sharing is required the context must be specified as the requirement would be related to a certain subset of other profiles.
