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	Reason for change:
	There have been many discussions about the nature of Tenant in connection to network slicing. In all cases the Tenant takes the role of an NSC. 
The relationship is that one NSC can have multiple ServiceProfiles representing different SLA’s. Since the ServiceProfile represents one SLA between the NSC and the NSP, a single ServiceProfile can only be associated to one NSC. 
The ServiceProfile is identified by the serviceProfileId which means the NSC can be identified by the serviceProfileId.

This data type represents the properties of the network slice related requirements that should be supported by the  a NetworkSlice instance in a 5G network. The network slice related requirements apply to a one-to-one relationship between a Network Slice Customer (NSC) and a Network Slice Provider (NSP). The A network slice can be tailored based on the specific requirements adhered to an SLA agreed between Network Slice Customer (NSC) and Network Slice Provider (NSP), see clause 2 of [50]. An NSP may add additional requirements not directly derived from SLA’s, associated to the NSP internal [business] goals. The GST defined by GSMA (see [50]) and the service performance requirements defined in 3GPP TS 22.261 [28] and TS 22.104 [51] are all considered as input for the network slice related requirements.
