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TSG T2-SWG1 (MExE) would like to bring to the attention of S5, the existence of certain terminal management possibilities provided through the MExE framework.

MExE adheres to the basic 3GPP UMTS requirements on user control and user data privacy.  It achieves this by providing a security framework.  However, MExE also gives operators and administrators the flexibility to implement services and diagnostic functions.

MExE terminals have the ability to securely communicate their capability and configuration to a network based server, eg a customer service centre.  Such parameters include: handset type, software version number and terminal capabilities.

Also, MExE terminals have the ability to download and run executable code (applications, applets etc.).  Such applications could perform diagnostic checks on the terminal hardware, software and configuration.  The results from the diagnostic check could either be reported to a network based control centre, or retained on the terminal.  In either case the results could then be used as inputs to another application, designed to rectify or optimise the configuration (with the users permission).

The MExE group believe that a MExE terminal together with a network server and appropriate MExE application, delivers a terminal management architecture.  Therefore a separate O&M infrastructure is not required.
