Exposure without going through BSS

4.1.1.4.1
General
Exposure of service data to companies that are external to the operator are regulated by contracts. The exposure usually goes through BSS, as explained in clause 4.1.1.2. However, if the customer is owned by the Operator or the customer is subsidiary of the Operator, the external interface may connect without going through BSS for the consideration of efficiency. There are different scenarios for how an Operator owned customer influence the Network slice related MOI, such as ServiceProfile.
4.1.1.4.2
Exposure scenarios
Scenario 1: An Operator has its own the "service manager" and "network manager". The two "manager" are connected via internal interface. The external customer, which is owned by the Operator or affiliated with the Operator, has an external interface with the Operator’s "Service manager".
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Figure 4.1.1.4.2-1 CSP Service manager to customer being an external interface
Scenario 2: The NOP may interface to an external CSP that belongs to the same Operator or a subsidiary of the Operator. The NOP’s "network manager" have a direct machine to machine interface with the CSP’s "service manager". The external customer, which is owned by the CSP or affiliated with the CSP, has an external interface with the CSP.
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Figure 4.1.1.4.2-2 Service to network interface being an external interface
Scenario 3: The NOP may interface to an external CSP that belongs to the same Operator or a subsidiary of the Operator. The "External CSP Service manager" has internal interface with CSP BSS. The CSP might have a machine to machine interface towards their customer (e.g. a vertical) via their BSS.
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Figure 4.1.1.4.2-3 CSP Service manager to NOP Network manager being an external interface, CSP BSS to customer being an external interface
Scenario 4: The NOP have a machine to machine interface towards external CSP via NOP BSS. The CSP can have direct interface with external customer (i.e. a company owned by the CSP).
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Figure 4.1.1.4.2-3 NOP BSS to CSP Service manager being an external interface, CSP BSS to customer being an external interface
