5.5.4.1
Solution #5.1: Using current PCF and spending limit
A possible solution for key issue 5a, 5b, and 5c. when CHF cannot grant quota.
When a new PDU session is setup and dynamic policy and charging control is required the SMF interacts with the PCF. The PCF will, based on the services a UE has subscribed to, send a spending limit control request to retrieve and subscribe to changes of the policy counters from the CHF.
The policy counters will indicate the status and can be used to convey that the account is close to the limit for the service, at the limit for the service, or other types of thresholds that could result in a service not being available olr restricted for the UE.
The PCF will then take this information into account when setting the non-blocking mode for the PCC rule. It allows the PCF to enable and disable the non-blocking mode when there are account related restrictions, like being close to a limit where the account would not be able to cover the cost for the service delivery. It will also make it possible to have the non-blocking mode enabled or disabled for all services used by a UE or only for a specific service.
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
