According to the GSMA WA 2.0 V3.2, New Billing and Charging Process Guidelines 
· Clause 1: Introduction
IDS will no longer evolve TAP in order to cater for new services and technologies, and together with WAS,….

· Clause 4
Agreement and Service Association
It is worth mentioning again that the TAP process and the new billing and charging processes will continue to work in parallel for the foreseeable future.

According to the GSMA WA.51 5G SA Implementation Guidelines v0.1 (Current)
· Clause 12
Wholesale charging
It is important to note that there is no support for 5G SA Wholesale charging using the legacy TAP process.   Operators must support BCE in order to launch 5G SA roaming and inter-PLMN charging.
The TR 28.827 should follow up the principle of wholesale charging defined in the GSMA.

Detailed proposal

Propose to incorporate the following change into the TR 28.827[1].

Billing and Charging Evolution (BCE) 

The BCE process is a simplified and flexible optional settlement method, tailor made for future wholesale roaming settlement needs of operators. The process is driven by new formats like Usage Data Report, Billing Statement Report and Detailed Data Record which together build a robust framework for seamless revenue assurance.

The BCE Process as specified in GSMA TD.201 [3] clause 2.2.
The BCE and TAP (Transferred Account Procedures) process will continue to work in parallel for the foreseeable future.

According to GSMA WA.51[7]. clause 12, there is no support for 5G SA Wholesale charging using the legacy TAP process. The operators must support BCE in order to launch 5G SA roaming and inter-PLMN charging. This document only considers the requirements from BCE.
