3	Rationale
In Rel-18 stage 1 work in SA1, the FS_5GSEI study item identified potential new service requirements for 5G system to support smart grid, that were then specified in normative TSs. [1] Some of these requirements concerned manageability. 
In the agreed SID for FS_NSOEU, for all objectives, it was agreed to consider the study and conclusions of FS_NCSE [2] as the basis. 
This pCR will add the scope to the new TR 28.902 [3] in order to address the above requirements and agreement.
4	Detailed proposal
This document is a pCR intending to add the scope to the new TR 28.902 for the study item FS_NSOEU, Feasibility Study for Network and Service Operations for Energy Utilities.

The present document ...considers SA1 service requirements introduced by the SEI work item related to telecom management. [x1][x2] This feasibility study identifies use cases and requirements for exposing capabilities of the 3GPP management system to external energy utility service providers. The study will consider both energy utility use cases and requirements. The study of FS_NSCE [X3] can be considered for the technical investigation.
