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Overall description
SA5 would like to thank SG2 for the LS on methodology harmonization update (SG2-LS239 / reply to 3GPP TSG SA5-S5-215481) with its useful feedback and information on our common (stage 1 and stage 2 / Requirements & Analysis) methodology and your REST interface Recommendations. 
We are happy to hear that SG2 thinks that the simplified use case approach is helpful, and we appreciate the minor suggestions that you gave. We have the following feedback on that as follows:

On the SG2 comment “The use case in 4.1.2.1 is related to the requirement in 4.1.3 but that link is not visible in the text or from the structure”:

· The link is visible in the requirement column “Related use case(s)” so it is pointing from the requirement to the use case. We have a long tradition to refer in this direction, but we can also consider having the reference in the other direction (but we prefer not to refer “both ways” to avoid redundancy). Both options have their pros and cons. It could be seen natural to refer from the use case to the requirement as normally define the use case before the requirement, but once the requirement is defined it is seen as the main definition and the use case is then seen as background/supporting information motivating the requirement.

On the SG2 suggestions:

(1) Allow “additional information” be included in the M.3020 “A.2 Requirements template” (this means to update the text in M.3020 “3.1.a SubSetTitle” and also the example).
·  We think this may be a useful addition given your explanation, so we agree to adding this in M.3020 as an option and we will also consider adding this as an option in a CR to our stage 1 template in 32.160 clause 4, for cases when it may be helpful to provide more details to fully understand the meaning of the short requirement text.
·  We will also consider a CR to produce a clearer example of a simplified Use Case description in 32.160 Annex A.

(2) Explain in M.3020 the section “2.4 High-level use cases” that as an alternative to use cases it may be relevant to add detailing information to the requirement – and point to the M.3020 3.1.a section (see previous point).
·  We agree to adding this in M.3020
(3) Explain in M.3020 “2.4.a UseCaseName” that as an alternative to the table in M.3020 A.2, for some use cases it may be relevant to explain the use case as text.

· We agree to adding this in M.3020
