4.1.4.1	Introduction
When an NSP receives an order from an NSC for a network slice enabled product, the order is decomposed by the NSP’s BSS. Depending if on whether the NSP employs services from 3rd party CSP’s different procedures may apply for the same order. The different procedures applicable to the same order may be invoked asynchronously and treated as independent procedures, however it may not result in loss of traceability between the original order and the orders that are created as result of decomposition. The following procedures have been identified: 
- Procedure invoking internal service order after receiving product order from NSC
- Procedure invoking external product order after receiving product order from NSC
- Procedure invoking external service order after receiving product order from NSC
- Procedure for create product
- Procedure for consumption of exposed MnS after service order is completed
