4.2 GSMA OPG

The Operator Platform (OP) is defined by GSMA OPG [2], it facilitates access to the Edge Cloud capability of an Operator or federation of operators and their partners. 
The architecture scope under definition is shown below, 
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Figure 4.2-1: OP Roles and Interfaces Reference Architecture
This study is focused on the NBI requirements as defined in [2]. The NBI is the interface between the application provider and the Operator Platform, it allows an OP to advertise the above cloud capabilities that it can provide to application providers. In addition, the NBI allows an application provider to reserve a set of resources or request an Edge Cloud service with the resources and features that they require and for the OP to accept or reject the request.
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
