5.2.5.1
Solution #2.1 Reuse of management intervention trigger
A possible solution for key issues 2a and 2b, charging request optimization.

There is no definition of the management intervention trigger, the only information is that it relates to a management event, it is always immediate, cannot be changed by the CHF and used to trigger an update.

Changing the management intervention trigger to allow the CHF to change the category as well as enable/disable the trigger.
5.2.5.2
Solution #2.2 New operator defined trigger
A possible solution for key issues 2a and 2b, charging request optimization.

Introduce a new trigger e.g., “trigger extension”, which then the CHF could change the category as well as enable/disable the trigger. This could be seen as a new management intervention trigger, but would allow the operator to associate it with any type chargeable event, including management interventions.

Solutions evaluation for Key issue #1.1

All solutions #2.1, and #2.2 solve Key issue #1.1.
In the solutions #2.1, the management intervention trigger is specified in clause 5.2.1.4 TS 32.255 which may force trigger a chargeable event. The definition about which management intervention activities can be included into the management intervention triggers is operator special. For same cases of management internetion, the CHF may make the inappropriate decision (change the category as well as enable/disable the trigger) due to lack of network information. 
The solution #2.1 is back incompatible.
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
