6.X.1: Issue#6.x: Comparing the 3GPP Intent procedures and the TM Forum Intent functionality
TM Forum defines Intent Management functionality in TMF921A [2], which includes intent management interactions between Intent Owner and Intent Handler.

TS 28.312 [1] contains mappings for TMF Model and TS 28.912 [3] the mappings for TMF operations, but similar interaction mappings are not defined.   An Informative annex could be added to 28.312 [1] to provide information comparing the functionality of the solutions.
6.X.2 Potential solutions

The following table illustrates the comparison between TM Forum intent management functionality defined in TMF921A [2] and the 3GPP intent management procedures defined in 28.312 [1].  
Those which are not currently comparable are excluded.
