Solutions #1.1 and #1.3 both solves key issue #1a and covers the same requirements REQ-CH_VMNO-01 and REQ-CH_VMNO-02. Since there is for wholesale charging towards home MNO no requirement to generate retail charging, the solution #1.1 would cover the requirements without any extra signalling or latency.
Solutions #1.2 and #1.6 both solves key issue #1b covering requirements REQ-CH_VMNO-03 and REQ-CH_VMNO-04. Since there is for wholesale charging towards home MNO no requirement to generate retail charging, the solution #1.2 covers the requirements without any extra signalling or latency.
Solutions #1.4 and #1.7 both solves key issue #1a covering requirement REQ-CH_VMNO-05, however #1.7 also solves key issue #1g and covers requirement REQ-CH_VMNO-08. Solution #1.7 solves more key issues and covers more requirements, #1.4 is already supported in the scope of 5G connectivity charging as is, this is further described by solution #1.8 solving key issue #1d.
Solution #1.5 solves key issue #1c covering requirements REQ-CH_VMNO-06 and REQ-CH_VMNO-07, and there is no other solution.
Editor’s note: There is no solution proposed for key issue #1e.
