1. The CHF sends a Nchf_ConvergedCharging_Notify request to the NF (CTF). The {notifyUri} identifies the notification URI which is sent in the Nchf_ConvergedCharging_Create or Nchf_ConvergedCharging_Update request. The notification type is included in the request body.
2a. At successful operation, "204 No Content" response is returned.
2b. On failure , one of the HTTP status code listed in Table 6.1.5.2.3.1-2 shall be returned. For a 4xx/5xx response, the message body shall contain a ProblemDetails structure with the "cause" attribute set to one of the application error listed in Table 6.1.7.3-1.
After successful operation, when the NF Service Consumer receives a Charging Notify Request while not waiting for any Charging Data Response from the CHF, CTF can send a new Charging Data Request.

Notifications shall comply to subclause 6.2 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [299] and subclause 4.6.2.3 of 3GPP TS 29.501 [300].
The CHF selects the notification target using the notification endpoint received in the charging data request. The CHF may become aware of a NF service consumer change (e.g. failure or restart) as specified in subclause 6.5.3.2 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [299]. When the notification endpoint included in the charging data request is not reachable,
1.	If binding information is available and the binding mechanism is supported by the CHF, the Binding Indication is used to discover an alternative notification endpoint, as specified in subclause 6.5.3.2 and 6.12.4 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [299].
2.	If binding information is not available or the binding mechanism is not supported by the CHF, the CHF sends the notification request to the newly selected NF consumer by means of replacing the authority part of the Notification URI with the new NF consumer information as specified in subclause 6.5.3.2 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [299]. 
3.	If the new NF consumer does not support handling notifications as specified in the above bullet, the new NF consumer should update the CHF with the new Notification URI as specified in subclause 6.5.3.2 of 3GPP TS 29.500 [299].
