Where the network slice related requirements apply to a one-to-one relationship between a Network Slice Customer (NSC) and a Network Slice Provider (NSP), an expectation could be used to capture the network slice related requirements instead of a serviceProfile when using intents. 
The data structure of an expectation is specified in TS 28.312 [x] and offers more possibilities to include targets and contexts, the expectation for support of a communication service could be seen as a ServiceProfile with additional information on targets and contexts.
