Overall description
SA5 thanks RAN3 for the LS R3-224069 on M6 Delay Threshold. 
RAN3 has decided to correct M6 Delay Threshold in M6 Configuration to enable the calculation of the PDCP Excess Packet Delay in the UL. However, RAN2 has agreed that for UL PDCP Excess Packet Delay (related to section 4.3.1.2 in TS 38.314) different delay threshold values for different DRBs are to be used. These different delay threshold values need to be provided by the OAM for signalling-based and management-based MDT, RAN3 is discussing how to configure different delay threshold values to different DRB to meet RAN2’s requirements, which depend on the OAM’s process on configuring thresholds.

SA5 thinks the solution of configuring multiple thresholds is valid and feasible. SA5 has also modified SA5 specifications in TS 32.422, TS 28.622 and TS 28.623.
This solution means OAM can provide a range of threshold values, and gNB can leverage and use these thresholds for different DRB. One concerning is that OAM may service many RAN nodes and UEs, for the above solution most of time only a whole list of delay threshold is configured, which cannot provide accurate information to RAN node.
